Short Description

This course includes explaining terms and concepts related to sports media and communication,
including its elements, characteristics, benefits, and objectives, and how to apply them in the
sports field. It also covers media skills and areas of sports media (such as news, investigation,
interview, report, etc.). In addition, it explains the concept of public relations, its importance,
programs, and functions within the sports field.

Course Objectives

After completing the course, the student is expected to be able to understand the importance of
sports media for professionals in the sports field. The student will also be able to identify the
historical development of media, the concept of communication, its objectives, and the conditions
for effective communication. The student will learn the main theories related to sports media,
outline the responsibilities and duties of a sports journalist, write a sports article, and conduct a
journalistic interview with a sports figure. Additionally, the student will understand the role of the
press in promoting sports awareness and culture.
